CALL TO ORDER:  DCM, Mike M. called the meeting to order at 6:05 PM with a Quiet Time followed by the Serenity Prayer.

SECRETARY REPORT:  District 10 Secretary, Bob P. stated the July 22nd, District 10 minutes were available on the table, posted on the District website, and had been sent electronically to Area officers, District 10 officers, committee chairs, and GSRs.  Kevin A. moved to approve the minutes as written; seconded by Selby H.  Motion passed.
TREASURER REPORT:  Treasurer Scott N. presented report expressing concern over   reduced District 10 group contributions received over the past two years.   Through August 26, 2012, Year to Date (YTD) group contributions totaled $5098.95:  this contrasts with 2011 YTD contributions of $6069.30, and 2010 YTD contributions of $8841.88.  He pointed out spending remains prudent with 2012 YTD expenses of $6430.83, vs. 2011 YTD spending of $7202.44, and 2010 YTD spending of $7138.08.   Scott presented a “first pass” budget for 2013.  Scott encouraged the GSRs to share this information with their groups.  Question as to whether there will be a District (2013) budgeting meeting as has taken place in the past; said question was taken under advisement.  Checking account balance:  $1068.28.  Prudent reserve:  $1454.04.   Finally, Scott announced the Alternate Treasurer would not be standing for the position of Treasurer at the September 23rd elections.  Cindy K. moved to accept the Treasurer report; seconded by Suzy A.  Motion carried.
GENERAL SERVICE REPRESENTATIVES (GSR) REPORTS:

Sue K. announced “The Way Out Group” would be having their 12th Anniversary Party on October 6, 2012 at the Libertyville Civic Center at 6:00 PM.  Candice (California) will be the speaker.  Greta F. announced “The Way Out Group” would be having an open meeting on August 31st.  Gillian, GSR from the “The Spiritual Kindergarten Group” announced Gary S. (Wauconda) would be speaking at 7:00 PM on Tuesday, August 28th 
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and Dick C. (from Lake County) would be speaking at 7:00 PM on Tuesday, September 25th at the Cross Roads Community Church in Grayslake, IL.  Also, “The Spiritual
