“I attended the Spring Conference in Freeport and met with other District Representatives.  We discussed the following points:”

· The state agency CAIRS no longer pays for signers.  If a signer is needed for a meeting the recommendation is to hire a person training to sign.  These people want practice, and cost much less.

· There are 10 sets of ASL tapes and brail literature in the Area, available to anyone who needs them.

· There are six hearing impaired AA’s in our Area that we know of.

· Meetings where only sign language is used is the ideal situation, and is also self-supporting because no signers are needed  

GSR Contact Cmttee- Committee will avail themselves of the last Group update sheets from GSO to contact meetings and encourage GSR participation at the District level.

Special Events Cmttee:  No report.
