Ad hoc Committee on NIA Service Structure modification.

This Northern Illinois Area 20 Ad hoc Committee was established with the following stated purpose:

“The primary purpose of this committee is to define and plan for the changes to the NIA Service Structure as set forth in the Interim Report presented to and approved by the Area Assembly on 12/2/06.” (Derived from NIA Service Structure Interim Report).


This committee evolved from a primary concern regarding GSR participation within the Area 20.  There are three main elements to the service structure modification, 1) decrease number of Area Assemblies from four to two, 2) Modify Area Committee meeting format or frequency, 3) GSR participation at Area Assemblies/Conferences.


We, the Ad hoc committee, are currently analyzing the background, interim report and potential impact of proposed changes before setting out to revise current Area 20 policy.


I will post to our website the pertinent documents to this endeavor, and will continue to report the activities, findings and recommendations of the committee at future District meetings. Report:

I. District Committee Goals.

It seems reasonable, in terms of organization and focus, that we establish annual goals (or projects) within each committee.  In many instances these will be ongoing goals – i.e. Literature Committee may have as a goal to make AA literature as accessible for purchase as possible to our District meetings.  In this instance, we do not have to reinvent the wheel, so to speak.  


However, we may have significant opportunities in reviewing the GSC background material to establish goals that are aligned with issues being considered at the General Service Conference.  So, to follow the example as above, the Literature Committee may set as a goal to establish a tracking mechanism to allow an analysis of money spent on literature to determine District impact.  The cost of literature is now, and will continue to be for awhile, an issue of GSC interest.  This is purely an example – each committee should derive its own goals based on need and GSC background.


As each committee establishes its goals, we will want to communicate those to the greatest extent possible to our meetings and groups within District 10.  As well, at each monthly District GSR meeting, each committee should report the status on progress toward that goal.


Goal statements, drafted in this manner, aligned with GSC issues, will directly connect our District to the work being accomplished during each General Service Conference – so that we may see progress across AA as a whole.  Further, in our dialogue with our meetings a groups, we can demonstrate to them the coherence of the AA Service Structure, from group to Delegate at the GSC.  


We benefit twofold from this approach.  One, we establish goals to work toward and can monitor our success based on GSC action.  Two, we can use this formula to demonstrate to our groups and meetings the service structure of AA.
