Newsletter:
Chris M. and Lisa B. report:

The April 2007 edition of Conscious Contact, as well as updates to the area events link, was posted on the District web site on 24 March 2007. Six hundred (600) printed copies of Conscious Contact are available for distribution at the District meeting this evening.  75 copies (each) are bundled and set aside for Serenity House and AAA Antioch. 50 copies (each) are bundled for set aside for Fr Berger Hall and the Round Lake Alano Club.  The remaining 350 copies are available for general distribution by the GSR’s.

Thanks all contributors to Conscious Contact, especially to Leslie S. for her excellent article titled The Circle of Sponsorship. Please mention often at your meetings that we welcome contributions from any alcoholic. It’s not about writing skills; it’s about carrying the message. Your enthusiasm will be contagious and will help us meet our responsibility. AA members can send their material to the P.O. Box or newsletter@district10nia.org. We welcome stories, poems, artwork, cartoons and articles pertaining to AA and alcoholism.

OfficeMax raised their prices for copying services recently, so the cost to produce ConCon went up from $120 per month ($0.20 per copy) to $156 per month ($0.26 per copy) beginning this month.  We were getting a good price up until now, as OfficeMax raised their prices to be in line with the other services in the area.

· Kinko’s - $156

· UPS Store - $165

The price increase puts the 2007 Newsletter budget in jeopardy of a variance of ($264) for the year.

3 options for consideration:

1. Continue publishing 600 copies at the increased price and approve a budget variance of ($264), taking the Newsletter budget from $1,500 to $1,764 for 2007. (This also implies a budget of ~ $1,900 for 2008.) 

2. Reduce the number of copies to 500 making our monthly cost $130, which will result in a smaller budget variance of ($30), taking the Newsletter budget from $1,500 to $1,530 for 2007. (Implies a budget of ~ $1,600 for 2008.)

3. Reduce the paper (and print) size of the publication from 11x17 half fold to 8.5x11 half fold (note the samples for display at the meeting), continue to publish 600 copies at $87.60 per month, and end up with a budget surplus of ~ $350 for 2007. 

The Newsletter Committee recommends option #1, and requests group conscience consideration of these, or other options, which we may have not considered.
