D10 Treatment Facilities Committee continues to maintain, update and support the Treatment Facilities in our District.

I have made contact with the Hispanic Treatment facility in Mundelein.  I provided literature for the rack and I am in the process of finding bi-lingual people to chair meetings for their facilities.

On the 25th of March I have an appointment with a counselor at the Women’s in-patient facility in Vernon Hills.  The counselor I spoke with is very excited with the possibilities of Bridging the Gap and would like volunteers to meet and support clients while they are in treatment.  I will send the sign-up sheets around again in an attempt to increase the number of women we have in our database.  Currently we have around 15.

I attended the Spring Conference in Lombard and picked up some useful information for the Area Treatment Chair Barry Clark regarding Bridging the Gap and ways we could improve our methods of implementing it.  Last month we had 2 more bridges, I have not heard back from the volunteers as to how successful they were.    

We currently have 2 volunteers plus myself on our Bridging the Gap Sub-committee and I am looking for at least 2 more.  Duties would include cold-calling treatment facilities and hospitals to introduce them to Bridging the Gap and possibly hosting an AA meeting.
