NIA Service Structure Guidelines Voting Proposal

Motion by Area Finance Committee to proposed Addition to NIA Service Structure Guidelines (Page 4, Section 7, Last Paragraph) regarding the NIA Cost Reimbursement Policy

Motion that All budgeted Trusted Servants MUST submit their expenses in a timely manner, no more than 30 days after the expenses are incurred or they WILL NOT be reimbursed. All December expenses MUST be submitted by December 15 in order to me included in the current year budget.
