SECRETARY REPORT:

Bob P. said District 10 July 24, 2011 meeting minutes were available on the table and had been posted on the website.  There was a motion by Steve B. to approve the July 24th minutes, second by Susie A.  Motion carried, report approved.  Bob P. announced that neither he nor Alternate Secretary, Kevin A. will be able to attend the next district meeting on September 25, 2011.   Treatment Chair Steve B. will record the minutes.
TREASURER REPORT:

Secretary Bob P. delivered the report in the absence of Treasurer Scott N., and on behalf of Alternate Treasurer Susan K (who had a family emergency).   Bob said according to Scott N., there was no unusual activity and there were no unusual expenditures.

Mike M.:  New meeting called “Spiritual Kindergarten” will start at Crossroads Church, 1350 Illinois Route 137 in Grayslake on Tuesdays at 7:00 P.M.  First meeting will be October 24th.

Steve B.:  8:00 A.M. Saturday Morning Big Book meeting in Prairie View made a “Green Can” donation.
Bob P.: 7:00 A.M. “Miracles Do Happen” meeting at Serenity House.  He is continuing to work on orientation meeting at Serenity House for GSRs.  Serenity House board has no objection to this type of meeting.  Sunday afternoon seems to be the best time.  More will follow.

OLD BUSINESS:  

District 10 & 12 meeting:  This meeting held on August 21st, was sparsely attended.  The purpose was to discuss commonalities to determine where and when the two districts might be able to further cooperate.  Corrections Chair, Bill W. said he had a good discussion with District 12’s Alternate Corrections Chair.   For reference:  District 12’s monthly meeting is held at 4:00 P.M. on the 3rd Sunday of the month at Vista West Hospital (formerly St. Therese) in Waukegan.
Big Book Conference:  DCM Scott S. stated next month District 10 will form a committee to start planning Area 20’s 2012 Big Book Conference which will be hosted by District 10 in October of 2012.
NEW BUSINESS:

2012 Budget:  DCM Scott S. reported the two treasurers are working on a preliminary 2012 budget to be presented at the September 25th District 10 meeting.       
The GSRs will have time to review the proposed budget with their groups before the October 23rd District 10 meeting takes place.  After the collective group input is received at the October 23rd meeting, there should be time for the final budget to be presented and approved at the November/December 2011 District 10 meeting. 

Treatment Chair Steve B. stated there are several open committee chair positions. 
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DCM Scott S. pointed out the district bylaws state that a chair position is considered vacant if the chairperson has not attended a meeting in three months.  In that event, the alternate may become the chairperson.  Events Alternate, Gloria P. is now the Events chair.  Marie B. will serve as the Alternate Events Chair.  Other vacant positions at this time:  Alternate CPC, Alternate Literature, Alternate Website.  NOTE:  July minutes stated Chair, CPC position was open.  That statement was incorrect.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

EVENTS:  Chair Gloria P. stated the need for flyers and tickets to be printed ASAP for the Fall Breakfast.  The Fall Breakfast will be held on October 23rd, at Milan Banquets in Waukegan.
