This workshop would include making cards for home or hospital bound alcoholics and packets for Senior residences.  NIA Special Needs Committee is focused on carrying the message of AA.  The Chair said the greatest growth is being seen in youth and elders.  

I volunteered our District for a Workshop.  Tentatively scheduled for September.  The NIA Special Needs Chair (Jeanne) and Co-Chair (Michelle) would attend.  Need to work out a date and place.
