· Attended the May 7th Spring Committee meeting in Cortland

· Terry W, Area 20 Delegate GSR meeting on June 26th at 7pm; 55th  General Service Conference Report. This meeting is, as always, open to all AA members. Please let people at your meetings know about Terry’s report at this District meeting.

Alternate DCM

· Attended the May 7th Spring Committee meeting in Cortland

1. Ad Hoc Committee created to consider creation of a NIA Service Guide to replace the GSR Handbook – passed, in the process of forming, I have volunteered to serve

2. Recommendations of Ad Hoc Committee on NIA Committee Job Descriptions/ Service Opportunities – tabled, members felt it needed further work

3. Recommendation of Record-keeper to change name of service position to Registrar - passed, will be on agenda at Summer Assembly

4. Recommendations of NIA Corrections Conference Committee members - $500 seed money; passed, will be on agenda at Summer Assembly

5. Recommendations of NIA Literature Committee – Committee made request to use $7500 of Area surplus (money not sent to GSO at end of 2004) to purchase literature at discount price and resell to meetings and/or committees. Hotly debated; first voted passed 15-13, at which point the Minority voice was allowed to speak, which swayed a few votes. Topic reopened for discussion. Final motion failed with a vote of 14-13.

6. Recommendation to increase Special Needs budget by $500 - passed, will be on agenda at Summer Assembly

· Committee & DCM Reports:

· District 11: hosting Terry W at the June 2nd District meeting

· District 12: 4th annual Baseball trip, Monday, June 20th, White Sox. Will be hosting 2005 Big Book Conference at College of Lake County. Cost of facility is high and was suggested by Area to review location and see if moving was a viable alternative. (To my knowledge they are not moving location.)

· District 23: started the Pink Can campaign, collected $60 for Corrections literature in the 1st month with just one can. Also created flyers to help encourage donations. These flyers “suggest” that members donate what the cost of their last drink would be today. It was noted that some of the members present drank in some low bottom places where a glass of beer was quite cheap, and they may still be able to get away with a buck a meeting. A good laugh was had over that. Hosting a workshop on “What’s the big idea? Are you part of a group of are you doing it alone? We or I?” in May

· District 40: CPC is getting Big Books to the local churches.

· District 43: PI is putting 3 racks in the local college, they are asking groups to “sponsor” the racks by putting in literature.  Hosting a workshop on “Living life on life’s terms” in May.

· District 70: sending literature to service people in Iraq

· District 72: reads a portion of the GSR Handbook each month at meeting. Hosting memorial Day Alcathon

· District 73: has raised $8000 to date from Pick Can campaign for Corrections literature. Has several cans, but they rotate them around through the various meetings in the District.

· District 90: hosting Fall Assembly, they’ve reserved a block of rooms at a nearby hotel.

· Treasure: If current donations continue as they have to date, and spending is maintained, Area will be going in to their prudent reserve e by the end of the year. Manus will recommend at the Summer Assembly that personal committee budgets be cut by 30%. This will not impact the budgets that each committee has to do their work, but would impact reimbursement for those expense incurred by committee chairs & alternates in their service work.

· Grapevine: June Grapevine will be sewn rather than stapled. (Mine wasn’t, so not sure about which Grapevines were. Perhaps those sent to meetings?) This is being done to see if they are easier to get into correctional facilities.

· Literature: has display board that can be shared. The board is covered with book jackets. Supports conference approved literature only. Noted that there are pamphlets that are free from New York.

· International Conference has registrations of approximately 36,000; currently revising the budget since this falls below expected turn-out
