For the Older Alcoholic-Never Too Late”.  20 letters will be hand delivered by committee members to Housing Managers/Administrators of independent living, assisted living and nursing homes in District 10.  They will also deliver one large-print Big Book for their respective libraries.  I will add to the Senior Housing list Del Webb in Mundelein and Autumn Leaves in Vernon Hills.  Copies of the letter and response form follow this report. 

We are hoping these places will ask for presentations to their staff and/or elders.
